Semester two finds us with a new group of Ceramics students
and four new Exploratory groups. For the first time three of our four
exploratory classes are semester classes. This translates to more
in-depth lessons. We are starting out in the Medieval era where the
students are making an illuminated initial reminiscent of the first letter
in illuminated manuscripts from that time period. We will then have an

opportunity to make a drinking vessel fashioned from clay using coil,
slab, and pinch pot methods. At that time in history many drinking
vessels were made from leather. Glass was very expensive, pewter ran
a very close second and pottery broke easily. Leather was relatively
cheap, available and strong and was therefore widely used. Often they
were water proofed by using tree sap. Beeswax was costly and needed

to be reapplied often. Thank you to all the families who sent in a
donation towards our material costs.
